We believe year-round, outdoor
play gives children the
opportunity to expand their
imagination and develop
curiosities while promoting gross
motor development. Our
expansive, fenced playground
boasts mature trees, paved bike
paths, grass- and woodchip-
surfaces and two sandboxes. We
also access the nearby wooded
area for further investigation of
the natural world.

We engage in an active learning
process where children
investigate a subject of interest.
As children develop their
curiosity, they begin to
problem-solve and learn how to
think critically.
